If 
you or your contractors have sustained an injury, a near miss or identified 
a hazard not matter how big or small, you must report it immediately to 
your UC Supervisor and ensure it is reported in the UC Incident Reporting 
tool. Having a record of all incidents (even if no injury occurred) will allow 
us to take preventive action and to provide support.
